How 
did he relate to other people?  What was important to him?  What was his attitude 
like?  We are followers of Jesus!  He has the words of life!  When we believe in 
him, we have life in his name.

The 
danger is that we follow rules rather than Jesus.  This was a problem for the 
religious leader.

As we study through the 
Gospel of John, focus 
on Jesus.  Believe in 
him!
